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Technical Requirements
Introduction

Cinema Nova is equipped with Digital Projection systems in all houses.

The equipment meets the Digital Cinema Initiative (DCI) requirements, and as such, there are very specific requirements for the material we can accept for exhibition.

Preferred material

Our preferred method of receiving material is as a Digital Cinema Package, or DCP.

DCP Standard

Cinema Nova’s DCI equipment currently requires InterOp standard DCP’s.  

Hence, we are unable to accept DCP’s that are made at any frame rate other than 24 frames per second. 

* This will change in the future

* SMPTE DCP’s are currently NOT accepted

Transport medium

All DCP’s supplied to Cinema Nova must be shipped complying with the DCI spec – ie: they must be shipped on CRU-DataPort caddies.

Charges will be incurred if Cinema Nova are required to transfer your material to a CRU DataPort drive for ingest into our playout system.

Alternate Content material

Cinema Nova is able to accept a number of different formats of material for screenings.

We can accept material on Tape, or as an MPEG based file.

Available tape formats

We accept tapes, of the following formats (in order of preference)

· HD-CAM

· DigiBeta (PAL) – 16:9 Full Height Anamorphic

· DigiBeta (NTSC) – 16:9 Full Height Anamorphic

· BetaCam SP

Please note that we will not play directly from tape, into the cinema.  All tapes are captured and rendered into a digital e-cinema playout system.  As such, material must be supplied 10 days in advance of the screening.

Digital E-Cinema Files (MPEG)

We are able to accept files in an MPEG file format for direct playback in some cinemas.  However, these files must be delivered well in advance to ensure that there are no codec issues with playback.

The files must be either of two resolutions:  1280x720 or the preferred 1920x1080
